Re: North Carolina State Bar Requirements for Pro Hac Vice Admission (of Out-of-State Attorneys)

The North Carolina attorney who sponsors an out-of-state lawyer in a motion for admission pro hac vice (temporary admission to represent a client in a single court case) is required to file a registration statement with the North Carolina State Bar and to pay a $25.00 registration fee.  The clerks of court are currently collecting this fee, together with the $200.00 for the General Court of Justice.  Your assistance with collecting the fee owed to the State Bar is greatly appreciated. 
Registration of attorneys appearing pro hac vice was not required until March 2, 2006, so this is a relatively new process.  Many North Carolina attorneys are unaware of the registration requirement.  We could use your help in advising the attorneys where to find the registration statement.  Information about registration appears below.

Many attorneys fail to file a registration statement but, because the money collected by the clerks is paid to the State Bar in a lump sum, we are unable to determine when an attorney has failed to file. To encourage attorneys to register with the State Bar, it would be very helpful if you could notify attorneys of the following whenever a pro hac vice fee is paid:
· North Carolina General Statute 84-4.1 lists the requirements for admission of an out-of-state attorney in any civil or criminal proceeding.
